I. WELCOME & INTRODUCTIONS
II. RFP INSTRUCTION HIGHLIGHTS

Emphasis and clarifications 
· All forms need to be filled out completely and accurately demonstrating the bidding organization has the ability to follow directions.
· Bidders were encouraged to send questions via email to the Michigan Works email address.  

· FORM D Narrative Response should be a clear explanation of the bidder’s process and procedures, not about what you will be doing, but rather how you will perform duties.
· FORM C1 is where bidders will show to what cost categories & line items the funds will be allocated. 

· FORM C2 is the narrative for justifying why bidders have allocated funds for specific costs and should include details about rates and number of hours.

Questions may be asked via the Michigan Works! email address and the answers will be posted on the web within 24 to 48 hours.  The deadline for submitting questions is June 14, 2010.
IV. QUESTIONS 

A. Is there a limit on the length of our responses?
Yes.  The page limit of your response to a question should not exceed the limit indicated in bold parentheses.  Page limits follow each question in the RFP Document.
B. What is the MWA’s reasonable expectation for the number of people a bidder will serve?

The MWA does not determine this number, but rather it is up to the bidder to indicate in their response the number of people that they can serve.  
C. Can you tell us how many parolees there have been?
Reference F Supplemental Mentoring Program Information provides this information for a specific period of time for both Kalamazoo and St. Joseph Counties.  History has shown that the numbers do fluctuate, and so it is difficult to know what the numbers will be for the upcoming year.
D. Are sex offenders included in the MPRI Program?
All paroled sex offenders in Kalamazoo County are part of the MPRI Program.

E. What percentage of the MPRI participants are women?

Approximately 10% in Kalamazoo and St. Joseph are women.
F. Is the MWA looking for structure in the proposals?
Yes. Although this is a pilot program, the MWA is looking to see that bidders have systems in place that enable them to meet performance objectives.

G. Can bidders submit procedures and processes in the form of attachments?
Yes, this is appropriate when referenced in a narrative response to provide clarity and detail of processes and procedures that have been developed and documented in an existing format.
H. Is it acceptable if bidders are currently developing processes and procedures specifically for this mentoring piece?

The MWA will be looking to ensure that on October 1st the bidding entity has processes and procedures in place demonstrating how participants will be served through the system.
I. Can bidders include flowcharts?

Yes, flowcharts would be good.

J. Can bidders enhance the processes? 
Yes, bidders are encouraged to develop models approved by the Department of Corrections that go above and beyond the requirements.
K. Transportation can often be an issue; can this be included in the budget?

Yes.

L. The amount available for mentoring seems a bit low, can this amount be changed?
The amount identified for mentoring is decided by the MPRI Co-Chairs.
M. Who is on the Review Committee?

Proposals go before the Workforce Development Board for review and the members make the award decision.

N. When will the award be announced?

The plan is to make the award announcement by mid July.
